NOTES

The UK Foundation for International Uniform Law is a company limited by guarantee and a UK registered charity (number 1112484).  It was set up to promote international uniform law and comparative law and education  and research in those fields.   To that end it has established an annual scholarship to the value of £5,000 tenable at the University of Oxford (first grant 2006/2007) and the University of Cambridge (first grant 2007/2008) by a doctoral student registered for the DPhil or PhD and working in one or both of the above fields.  
2.
Applications will be considered only from candidates who have either been approved for the DPhil or PhD at the outset or have received approval for transfer to DPhil or PhD status.   The approved doctoral research project must be in the field of international uniform law and/or comparative law relating to commercial transactions, broadly construed.
3.
While there is no requirement for the scholar to spend any part of the relevant period abroad, he or she is encouraged to do so at the International Institute for the Unification of Private Law (UNIDROIT) in Rome or at an another overseas research institution.   UNIDROIT, which has an excellent library,  has kindly agreed that any scholar wishing to spend a period at the Institute will be accorded the same library and other facilities as UNIDROIT's own scholars.   A scholar proposing to engage in a period of research outside Oxford or Cambridge may need to make a separate application to the University for dispensation from residence.

The scholar is required to submit to the Trustees of the UK Foundation through his or her Law Faculty, within three months of expiry of the period covered by the scholarship, a written report of research work carried out during that period.   Publication in due course of an article based on such research, though not required, will be welcomed by the Trustees, and on publication an offprint should be sent to Professor Sir Roy Goode QC via the Academic Administrator, Law Faculty, St. Cross Building, Manor Road.

Payment of the amount of the scholarship will be made only through the Law Faculty or College concerned.  The Chair of the relevant Law Board/Law Faculty is requested to supply details of the bank to which the funds should be transferred, giving the name of the bank, the name and address of the branch, the title of the account and the bank sort code.
